Content: 
Part I. Listening:

In this section, you will study the given visual representation. Then, you will choose the most appropriate word/ phrase from the options provided to describe the visual representation. You are expected to know language items covered in the 211 coursebook.

Part IV. Organizing a Speech: 
In this section, you will complete the script from a presentation by choosing appropriate signposts from a box.
Part V. Discussion Skills: 
In this section, you will be given excerpts from two different discussions and will participate as prompted. You are expected to use your own ideas and the language of debate/discussion.
